2007 CCQHA Horse Sale Consignor Contract
1. Consignor must be a current member of Cow Country Quarter Horse Association. Memberships must be approved by the Board of Directors of CCQHA so these must be sent in to the club not later than June 1, 2007 in order to be considered prior to July 1, 2007.
2. Consignor must warrant title to each horse consigned and agree to defend title against adverse claims.  All title to, interest in, possession of and management of each consignment shall remain with consignor until the fall of the gavel.  After which all responsibility for the horse falls to the purchaser.

3.  Consignor must agree to allow sale representatives to conduct a pre-sale screening and make comments regarding such screening from the sale block.  Screening will be conducted by a committee assembled by CCQHA.  Committee will have the consultation of a licensed veterinarian and shall have the authority to accept or reject consignments at its discretion based on soundness, conformational defects or vices, inadequate body condition or health, poor temperament, inadequate training or other limitation which in the committee’s opinion affects the long term serviceability of the consignment.  Consignments not meeting approval of the committee will be removed from the sale and the consignor will forfeit his/her catalog fee.  It is the consignor’s responsibility to transport the consignment to and from a designated screening area.  Consignments not present during the screening shall be cause for forfeiture of the consignment fee.
4.  It is the policy of CCQHA to promote a “non-trader” sale.  Therefore, we would encourage consignors to understand that we would like horses to have been owned at least one year by the present consignor before being consigned to a CCQHA sale.  The sale committee has exception authority and the final decision on all requested exceptions.

5. Consignor agrees to the following terms and conditions of the sale:
a. Catalog Fee:  A fee of $100 will be paid for each horse consigned to the CCQHA sale and must be received by the specified deadline as set forth on the consignment form.
b. Sale Expense Fee:  CCQHA will have the authority to deduct an expense fee in the amount of eight percent (8%) of the final selling price. There is a $25 minimum and a $250 maximum on the fee.

c. Substitutions:  Substitutions for weanlings and yearlings may be accepted if they are of equal or better quality than original horse consigned.  However, older horses that have not been selected for the sale or designated as an alternate may not be allowed in the sale.  The sale committee has exception authority and the final decision for any request.

d. No Sale Fees:  All horses entered in the sale must go through the ring unless screened out or excused by a veterinarian due to injury or sickness.  Each animal entering the ring will be sold to the highest bidder.  It is the seller’s responsibility to protect the sale price in the ring.  “No Sales” will not be announced from the sale block.  If seller retains the highest bid, seller will be responsible to pay CCQHA an 8% expense fee on the bid. The “no sales” fee applies to the last bid or the sellers lowest acceptable bid of a no-sale horse.  CCQHA has the right to hold all papers in regard to any unsold animals until all fees are settled and there are no pending obligations due. 
e. Guarantees:  Any and all guarantees are strictly between buyer and seller.
f. Sale proceeds will be issued to consignors after ten (10) banking days.  Sale proceeds will be held until all papers are in hand.
g. Consignors must deliver to CCQHA, at time of consignment, an original registration (if registered), catalog fee, pictures and/or video to represent horse including shots from both sides, front and back, and a picture suitable for the sale catalog.  CCQHA shall have the right to reject any entry, limit the number of consignments, determine sale order, and assign pen arrangements. Consignors are encouraged on weanlings and/or yearlings to designate their opinion of sale priority by numbering their consignments in order of priority.  In order to receive papers back on horses that do not go through the sale, a veterinary excuse or evidence of injury, unsuitability, or death must be submitted to the sale secretary.  Otherwise a fee of $250 must be paid to receive the original papers back.  This policy is to prevent horses from being sold outside the sale after receiving a sale slot and the benefit of being advertised in the catalog.
h. Announcements from the sale block shall take precedence over any printed matter in catalogs or on websites.  Every effort will be made to assure correctness of the catalog, but CCQHA and auctioneer are not responsible for errors and omissions.  It shall be the responsibility of the consignor to assure that if errors are detected, an announcement clarifying such error be made at the time the animal enters the sale ring.
i. When all consignments are received, sale selections will be made.  Consignors will receive notification shortly after the deadline for consignment as to whether their horse(s) were selected for the sale.  Consignment fees will be returned for consignments not selected for the sale.

j. A halter and lead will be furnished by the seller for each horse.

k. No person under the age of ten (10) years shall lead a horse in the sale ring.

l. CCQHA will make every effort to collect all funds and disperse funds according to this contract; however, all transactions will ultimately be the responsibility of buyer and seller.
